MINI-PROJECT GUIDELINES

Outcomes
A 10-minute presentation to the class (not less than 8 minutes, not more than 12 minutes) that covers your research results.

Content
The research topics will be decided by your group members and should be based on your group theme (automotive, financial services, etc.).  If the group members want to do something outside of the scope of the group theme, please coordinate the topic with the instructor.

Use the “Identifying Trends Exercise” as the format for your research and presentation.  The presentation must have the following elements:


a.  An introduction, presentation of findings, conclusions.

b. A written one-page outline for the class to follow (copied in advance and distributed to all class members).

c. The material must be presented, not read.

Process
1.  Decide on group members.

2.  Decide on research methodologies/division of tasks

May 10, a thesis statement with group member names will be due to the instructor.  Prior submission via e-mail attachment is fine.
