FINAL-PROJECT GUIDELINES

Outcomes
10 –12 page report, A4, double-spaced, at least 4 cited references (articles, books, interviews, etc.) with a title page, index, and bibliography.

Content
The research topic must be on a current issue in business focusing on a multinational company in Japan.  The research report must have an introduction, presentation of findings, conclusions.

Process
1.  Decide on topic.

2.  Develop a thesis statement for your topic.

3.  Decide on research methodologies.

Classroom Activities/Milestones/Deliverables
Your first project update is due on 14 June 2002.  This update will include:

a. Your thesis statement.

b. Identification of research methodologies.

c. Assignment of responsibilities

d. What you have done so far and what you plan to do.

e. A one page summary of the above, including group members names (due on 14 June to the instructor, or in advance as an e-mail attachment).

Your update will be a short oral  presentation to the class on 14 June 2002.
